NOTES FROM ST. KATERI OCTOBER TOWN HALL 
The Parish and Finance Councils have been looking into 
several items that came up in the Town Hall: 
1. We are still considering a CCD fundraiser to support or 
adopt another mission church. E.g., St. Joseph’s in South 
Dakota, American Indian Reservations in Arizona, or the 
Southwest Catholic Indian Association. 
2. Funds from Saint Kateri are donated to local groups 
such as New Hope Food Bank. We have also made a do-
nation to WJVM (the local Catholic Radio Station).  Other 
suggestions are welcome. 
3. The Councils have looked at ways to get the elderly and 
disabled downstairs for hospitality events. As of now none 
have proved feasible. 
4. Original plans for stained glass windows at the front of 
the church were rejected by Bp. Joseph years ago. We are 
considering opaque privacy films.
